The Educational System at the pre-school level is based on the comprehensive educational
framework for the Arabic language, including basic integrated concepts in: Islamic,
linguistic, mathematical, and scientific, studied according to a specific time line designed
for this stage. This is a defined as a lesson not as a period or group learning.

The monolingual program in Arabic is teaching in monolingual KG Private Schools and KG
Quranic Schools.

When teaching Islamic Concepts, Quranic Schools adhere to the specified scope and
sequence for this purpose (see Chapter 4).

Both Arabic Language and Islamic concepts are taught daily through the basic curricula
based on unit theme, in the specified time line or in separate curricula for KG Quranic
Schools, which follow lesson scheduling (five Arabic lessons per week and 2 up to 5 Islamic
education lessons per week, as required by the MOE.

Mathematics is taught either, through concepts from the basic curricula which is based on
a unit theme, and presented daily in the specified time line, or in a separate curricula for KG
Quranic Schools that follow lessons scheduling so there will be between 3-5 lessons per
week, as required by the MOE.

Science is taught either through scientific concepts from the basic curricula which is based
on a unit theme , so this concept is presented daily according to the method it is presented
by in the specified time line or in a separate curricula for KG Quranic Schools, which follow
lessons scheduling , so there will be one lesson only per week, as required by the MOE.
English Basic curricula must be taught on a daily basis and in accordance to the specified
and required schedule.

on unit themes , in the specified time. (Five Arabic lessons per week and 2 up to 5 Islamic
concepts lessons per week, as required by the MOE).

e Kalemon curricula is must be used only for non- native speakers of Arabic who are (Not
Arab and not Omani).

e “Kalemon” curricula is taught to Arabic non- native speakers at Private Schools for 10 lessons
per week (one hour daily).

e Mathematical, scientific, ICT and other additional concepts mentioned in the basic curricula are taught
either according to the basic curricula adopted :Oman National Curriculum, Aghareed Atoofoula
curricula, and Bawakeer curricula, and according to the specified and required daily schedule.

4. Providing comprehensive computer lab/labs (a computer for each
student).

5. Providing internet services for all classrooms (Technical

Adherence to the required standards for the selection of educational

Approval

2. Initial candidate approval/authorization letter and a copy of the report
of the school field visit issued by program/international qualification
provider.

3. The specialized (based on respective international program)

Graphics and photos must align with the learning content, and be engaging for
students.

Provides enough space for writing and coloring, and this is aligned with the
