4. Carrying out visits to Omani craftsmen in order to raise kids’ knowledge of the traditional handicrafts like; Khanjar-making, pottery, palm
leaves products etc... or hosting those craftsmen in the school.

5. Visiting national museums to increase kids" knowledge of their heritage and culture.

6. Participating in voluntary work that suits kids” mental and physical capabilities.

7. Narrating stories that foster social values like tolerance, volunteering, generosity and cooperation, etc.

8. Participating in different activities and events in order to enhance students’ citizenship values.

9. Presenting the most important national development projects in a simple way via pictures or videos.
